To develop the human capacity to go beyond physical reality

To develop a sense of the presence of God in their lives

To reflect and respond in a way appropriate to themselves to

this presence

To become familiar with the life, words and actions of the saints,
significant Christians and other inspirational people

To hear of how people of other faiths respond to the spiritual

dimension of their lives and o recognise similarities with ours
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
